The Council also sends delegates every year to the Student Leadership Institute, the Representative
Assembly where state elections are held, the Summer Workshop Training, and district workshops. EN has
been one of only four schools in the state to be named an Indiana State Honor Council for each of the 22
years since the programbds inception. The EN Col

During the past four years, East Noble High School has
added a number of Advanced Placement (AP) college level courses and Advanced Placement preparation
courses to its curriculum. Upon successful completion of the AP tests administered in the spring, graduate:

Earning these college credits could cost the student nothing! East Noble School Corporation will be paying
for the cost of the AP exams if a student is on track to earn an Academic Honors Diploma upon graduation.

While earning college credit is exciting, it is also important to understand that the true success lies
with the knowledge and preparation that the student receives. Completion of an AP course is excellent
preparation for college work. Students are challenged at a higher level and they develop the study habits
and skills needed to be successful in post secondary training.

Since 2003, East Noble High School has added seven AP courses, bringing the total to ten. In addi-
tion, four Pre AP courses have been added to prepare students for their advanced placement courses. En-
rollment has increased fiveold, from approximately 60 students to 298 during this 20@008 school year.
