
 

   On September 14, East Noble School Corporation administrative offices left 
from the location at 702 East Dowling Street and moved to 126 West Rush Street.  
The new location is in the former library building and just west of the Kendallville 
City administration building.  East Noble purchased the building from the Ken-
dallville Library earlier this year.  Renovations over the past three months allow 
for a larger School Board meeting room, plus expanded office space for curricu-
lum, business, special education, staff development, technology, psychological ser-
vices, food service, transportation, and facility management.  Dr. Sprunger re-
cently stated, òWhile the Dowling Street building proved to serve the East Noble 
School Corporation well for years, the new administrative building will not only 
allow for the needed space, but will also better reflect East Noble Schoolsõ stature 
in northeast Indiana.ó  
 
 The former adminis-
trative building on Dowling 
Street is being remodeled for 
the East Noble Alternative 
Education Center.  With the 
move, Alternative School 
principal John Arnold reports 
he is looking forward to in-
creasing the enrollment and 
include a far greater number 
of middle school students.  The 
anticipated date for the Al-
ternative Education School to 
open at the Dowling Street 
address is November 1st.

 Changes at ENHS have resulted in steady gains on recent SAT scores.  The SAT is the 
Scholastic Aptitude Test, one of the two major exams used in the U.S. to determine readiness for 
college work.  Most of the students taking the test expect to attend a college or university after high 
school. The ratio of students taking this test at East Noble High School, and statewide, is 56%.  The 
score range is 200 to 800 for both the English and math portions of the test, with 500 being the statis-
tical norm.   Colleges often expect to see combined scores from entering freshmen that ex-
ceed 1000.   To better help students prepare for the SAT test, over 250 sophomores will take the 
Practice SAT (PSAT) test on October 17. 
 High schools often gauge the progress of their academic programs using SAT results.  East 
Noble has seen significant, steady gains over the past three years.  In 2003-04, the average score for 
the two tests combined was 955 at ENHS.  Last year, the average for East Noble was 989, an enor-
mous gain for just three years, while state-wide results have shown net losses.    Reflecting on their 
progress, East Noble Principal Ann Linson remarked, ñThe teachers at East Noble High School have 
worked very hard to raise the bar on expectations and also revise instructional methodology to help 
students achieve at higher levelsðand students are responding!  We are very proud of the  accom-
plishments of our students and staff.

SCHOOL SAFETY:  
A TOP PRIORITY  

 In 1998 the state re-
quired all school corporations 
to develop written emergency 
preparedness plans for their 
schools.  In 1999 the legisla-
ture required all schools to ap-
point a ñschool safety special-
istò.  The Indiana Department 
of Education was charged with 
the responsibility of training 
and certifying those school 
safety specialists.  The DOE 
established the Indiana School 
Safety Specialist Academy and 
the first training classes were 
held in December of 1999.  

 School safety special-
ists are required to attend five 
full days of training, followed 
by at least 2 full days every 
year to maintain their certifica-
tion.  East Noble has been in-
volved since the initial training 
and has had a person on staff 
attend training every year.   

 Training sessions are 
led by established experts 
from across the United States, 
leading discussions on:  physi-
cal security, emergency pre-
paredness, student discipline, 
school crisis management, vio-
lence prevention, mental 
health, child abuse, conflict 
resolution, internet safety, bul-
lying prevention and youth 
gangs.
